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On balance, George Bush fares better in early 1992 trial heats than he did in 1988. Barbara Bush has one of the
best favorable/unfavorable ratios of anyone in public life. Three-quarters of Democrats rate her favorably; by con-
trast only 24 percent of Republicans rate Hillary Clinton (who is less well known) favorably.
